Student/Family Financial Responsibility List

Each member of the Blaze Band is responsible for taking care of or having the

following items:

1. S450 Band Fee PLUS work a Titans game OR pay additional $125 to opt out of working
the Titans game. See Financial Agreement Plan for options.

2. Black Band Shoes ($34) or Guard Shoes (540) — Students will be sized for shoes at the
uniform fitting (after band camp) & payment will be due at that time.

3. Black Band Gloves for wind players only (S4) - Students will be sized for gloves at the
uniform fitting. Gloves will be worn with the football band uniform.

4. Tall black socks (so your ankles don’t show when you wear your band pants).

5. For Concert Wear: Everyone wearing suits will need a black belt, white crew-neck
undershirt, black socks & shoes (can wear marching shoes). Everyone wearing dresses
will need black dress shoes (flats up to 1” heels please; combat boots/thick-
soled/platform shoes are NOT acceptable).

6. Concert wear needs to be dry cleaned and returned in the plastic bag with the receipt
attached at the end of the school year.

Students will be provided the following:

1. Water Cooler — this will be given over the summer so students can use it at band camp!

2. Flip Folder & Lyre - (to hold music) will be provided if the student does not have one.

3. Band T-Shirt —to wear underneath the band uniform OR to wear when we cannot wear
the uniforms due to weather (heat or rain).

4. Athletic Shorts - to wear underneath the band uniform OR to wear when we cannot
wear the uniforms due to weather. The band t-shirt and shorts are the “tropical wear.”

5. Lock & Instrument Storage Compartment — on loan for the year.

6. Football Band Uniforms will be housed in the band room. For home games, students will
dress at school. For away games, students will dress onsite, prior to the game.

7. Concert “Uniform” — students will be given concert attire to wear for our concerts. The
pieces will be checked out to the students at the beginning of the school year. Students
are responsible for maintaining them throughout the year. Students will return concert
attire at the end of the school year.
